According to the PRSA Bylaws, to be considered for the College of Fellows, a member of PRSA 
must have practiced public relations for 20 or more years, demonstrated superior capability as a 
practitioner, exhibited personal and professional qualities that serve as a role model for other practitioners and advanced the state of the profession. Criteria also include being Accredited, having passed rigorous oral and written examinations involving a depth of knowledge in the 
strategic analysis of public relations issues including program, research, ethics, legal issues, communications and other areas.
